'Get your coat and wait at the
door'.To use a wider range of
vocabulary

Mathematics

Can solve real-world mathematical
problems with numbers up to 5.
Can experiment with their own
symbols and marks as well as
numerals.

Can react to changes of the amount
in a group of up to 3 items.

Can count in everyday contexts,
sometimes skipping numbers - '1-2-
3-5

Can compare sizes, weights etc.
using gesture and language -
'bigger, little, smaller', 'high or low’,
'tall', 'heavy’.

Can climb and squeeze themselves
into different types of spaces.

Can show 'effortful control’,
for example, waiting for a turn
and resisting the strong
impulse to grab what they
want or push their way to the
front.

Canremember rules without
needing an adult to remind
them.

Has developed their sense of
responsibility and
membership of a community.

Like, dislike, stop, go, my turn, your

Can collaborate with others to
manage large items, such as
moving a long plank safely, carrying
large hollow blocks.

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Super Senses

Can make marks on their
picture to stand for their name.
Can add some marks to their
drawings, which they give
meaning to, for example: 'That
says mummy.'.

Can notice some print, such as
the first letter of theirname, a
bus or door number, or a
familiar logo.

Can ask questions about the
book, make comments and
share their own ideas.

Can sing songs and say rhymes
independently, for example,
singing whilst playing.
