Autism Berkshire issues the Thames Valley Autism Alert Card free of charge to anyone living in Berkshire,
Buckinghamshire, Oxfordshire and Milton Keynes who has an autism diagnosis. More than 3,000 cards are now in use.

The card is intended to be shown if the cardholder finds themselves in a situation where they
need assistance or cannot easily explain their behaviour to people around them or to the
emergency services.

Children in Saplings, Elm and Ash have had a very busy
couple of weeks. The children are continuing to come into
school happily and ready and eager to learn. 

Saplings Class: All of Sapling class engaged in a sensory
story `The Hungry Caterpillar’ and tried all the fruits that the
caterpillar ate in the story. They also made caterpillar/
butterfly masks and feed the hungry caterpillar within a tuff
tray. On Thursday, Sapling class had U-sports and learned
how to kick and roll a football. 

Elm Class: Over the last week we have been looking at our
new sensory 'The Oak Tree' and have themed the activities
around our new story. In drama we acted out the weather in
the story as well as the camp fire which the children
appeared to really enjoy. Over this half term the children
have done really well to settle into class and have developed
their understanding of sharing space and making good use of
their communication boards.

Ash Class: In Maths, we have been working on representing
numbers with real objects and the place value of numbers.
Students have been working with number lines, and
manipulating items to make numbers that are greater and
smaller. In My Communication/Literacy, we have been
communicating our likes and dislikes as well as being
supported to make choices. Some of the students have been
encouraged to expand their communication by justifying their
answers using the word 'because'.

Our secondary classes have enjoyed lots of baking. They enjoyed a visit from
the local police this week and have been eagerly working hard in class.

Chestnut Class: Chestnut class have been using 'Inside Out' as an inspiration
in English, writing expanded noun phrases and similes to describe our
emotions. In Maths, we have been finding more or less, ordering numbers and
rounding to the nearest 10, 100 and 1,000. In Science, Chestnut class have
been learning how to record our data on a table and a bar chart. We also had a
visit from the Police to discuss their job and we were able to sit inside the
police car.
Willow Class: Willow Class have had a fantastic week. All of the children have
been settled on their learning and have produced some excellent pieces of
writing centred around describing an emotion. In cooking, the children
cooperated brilliantly to create some chocolate chip cookies without any adult
instruction. The children also enjoyed their weekly interaction with Saplings
class for our community visit. Have a well earned half term rest! 
Beech Class: Beech class has been focusing on writing accurately, fluently and
effectively during English. For Maths, children are showing good understanding
when using place values for decimals and recapping the topics covered in this
half term. Our focus this week for science has been the functions of the
respiratory system and students have made their own models to show how the
respiratory systems work. 

Maple Class: Maple have been continuing with out streamed core lessons - we
have been working through our text and analysing key sections and
characters. We have been exploring place value of decimals, medians and
range with maths and continuing to learn about the human body in science. We
completed a variety of other activities including, art, cooking, geography, black
history month, RE, play writing, life skills, yoga, gardening, police visits, mental
health and wellbeing sessions and a lot more. Maple class have had a really
positive first half term and we are all really proud of how they have settled into
Oak Tree School.
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
